The mine was the oldest and the smallest of the state mines. She produced domestic fuel coles like the other private mines Laura, Oranje Nassau II and the Dominiale Mine.

The consession area of these state mine was limited so the mine has to dig deeply.

This in contrast with the other called mines.
The area for the state mines Emma, Hendrik en Maurits where much bigger.

The state mine Wilhelmina was om security reasons underground connected to the nearby private mines. This connections where closed by very heavy airtight doors. And only opened when necessary.
